An Bord Plean§la, under Section 120(1) 

of the 2000 Act, must also appoint 

persons to be employees having regard 

to the need to ensure that an adequate 

number of staff are competent in the Irish 

language so as to be able to provide 

service through Irish. 
 

 

Furthermore, Section 10(2)(m) of the 

2000 Act provides that a development 

plan shall include objectives for the 

protection of the linguistic and cultural 

heritage of the Gaeltacht including the 

promotion of Irish as the community 

language, where there is a Gaeltacht 

area in the area of the development plan. 

An Bord Plean§la is bound to have 

regard to the development plan of the 

planning authority when making its 

decisions.
