dated the 26th of November 2025, following pre-application consultations with the Commission (case 

reference ACP-315645-23).  

The Applicant for the Proposed Project, Cahermurphy Renewables Designated Activity Company., is 
a joint venture between FuturEnergy Ireland and Mid Clare Renewable Energy (MCRE) Ltd. Further 
details about the applicant are available in Chapter 1 of the accompanying EIAR.

dated the 26th of November 2025, following pre-application consultations with the Commission (case 

reference ACP-315645-23).  

The Applicant for the Proposed Project, Cahermurphy Renewables Designated Activity Company., is 
a joint venture between FuturEnergy Ireland and Mid Clare Renewable Energy (MCRE) Ltd. Further 
details about the applicant are available in Chapter 1 of the accompanying EIAR.
