I wish to affirm my personal support for the proposed redevelopment of Galway Port, 
which is of immense strategic and economic importance to the city. 

The aspect of the project which proposes to alter the facility to accommodate large 
cruise liners raises the prospect of establishing the city as a destination port for the 
ocean tourism industry, which would embellish considerably Galway's pre-existing 
tourism product and attract thousands of additional visitors to the west each year.
