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A small number of individuals in this area
are substantially older and relate to an
earlier planting than their neighbours.
Some of these trees may be large enough
as to suggest they might relate to the
earliest depicted plantings of 1837-44.

Tree Line 1386

Much of this material comprises recent
plantings, typically post 1970s. However,
the group including Holm Oak to the
south-east (164-169) could extend to a
circa 1900 planting.
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
