Site specific flood risk management assessment have been
undertaken as part of the Proposed Scheme. Chapter 13
(Water) includes an overview of flood risk, as follows:

There is no risk of coastal flooding to the site in the present,
or in a future climate change scenario. There are multiple
sections of the route which are located within the 1 in 10-
year fluvial flood extents, and are therefore located within
Flood Zone A.

Following implementation of the mitigation measures in
Chapter 13 (Water) in Volume 2 of the EIAR and the SWMP
within the CEMP (Appendix A5.1 in Volume 4 of this EIAR),
there are no significant impacts predicted on any of the
receptors in this study area during the Construction Phase.
During the Operation Phase an imperceptible beneficial
permanent impact on surface water runoff is anticipated for
the Dodder_040, Poddle_010 and Camac_040. No
significant impacts are anticipated for any other waterbody
in the study area.

In addition to the above, further detailed information on
flood risk is at Appendix A13.2 which includes a Site
Specific Flood Risk Assessment (FRA).

Following the application of mitigation measures such as
reusing materials and sourcing materials locally, it is
expected that there will be a negative, minor and short-
term residual impact on climate as a result of the
Construction Phase of the Proposed Scheme.

A greater increase in sustainable mode share will in turn
lead to further reductions in GHG emissions, beyond those
reported in the above assessment. The Proposed Scheme
has the potential to reduce GHG emissions equivalent to
the removal of approximately 18,420 and 44,230 car trips
per weekday from the road network in 2028 and 2043
respectively.

services. The objective is to ensure that adequate public

Zone Z2 — Residential

To protect and/or improve the Residential conservation areas have extensive groupings

may also be open space located within or surrounded by
an Architectural Conservation Area and/or a group of
protected structures. The overall quality of the area in
design and layout terms is such that it requires special
care in dealing with development proposals which affect
structures in such areas, both protected and non-
protected. The general objective for such areas is to
protect them from unsuitable new developments or works
that would have a negative impact on the amenity or
architectural quality of the area.

Z3 — Neighbourhood Centres To provide for and improve Neighbourhood Centres provide local facilities such as
neighbourhood facilities convenience shops, hairdressers, post offices etc. within a
residential neighbourhood and range from the traditional
parade of shops to larger neighbourhood centres. They
may be anchored by a supermarket-type development,
typically of between 1,000 sq. m. and 2,500 sq. m. of net
retail floorspace. They can form a focal point for a
neighbourhood and provide a range of services to the
local population. Neighbourhood centres provide an
essential and sustainable amenity for residential areas,
and it is important that they should be maintained and
strengthened, where appropriate. Neighbourhood centres
may include an element of housing, particularly at higher
densities, and above ground floor level.

Z4 — Key Urban Villages / Urban To provide for and improve mixed- | Key Urban Villages form the top tier of centre outside the
Villages services facilities. city centre. They typically have retail outlets of a greater
size selling convenience and comparison goods or
provide services of a higher order. Urban villages zoned
Z4 are typically smaller in scale and provide a more
localised role for the daily shopping needs and local
services of a residential community. Key Urban Villages

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Z5 — City Centre

To consolidate and facilitate the
development of the central area,
and to identify, reinforce,
strengthen, and protect its civic
design character and dignity

The primary purpose of this use zone is to sustain life
within the centre of the city through intensive mixed-use
development. The strategy is to provide a dynamic mix of
uses which interact with each other, help create a sense
of community, and which sustain the vitality of the inner
city both by day and night.

Z6 — Employment / Enterprise

To provide for the creation and
protection of enterprise and
facilitate opportunities for
employment creation

It is considered that the remaining Z6 lands constitute an
important land bank for employment use in the city, which
is strategically important to protect. The progressive
consolidation and development of these lands will be
supported. The primary objective for this zone is to
facilitate long-term economic development in the city. The
uses in this zone are likely to generate a considerable
amount of traffic by both employees and service traffic.
Sites should, therefore, have good vehicular and public
transport access.

Z8 — Georgian Conservation Areas

To protect the existing architectural
and civic design character, and to
allow only for limited expansion
consistent with the conservation
objective’

Lands zoned Z8 incorporate the main conservation areas
in the city, primarily the Georgian squares and streets.
The aim is to protect the architectural character/design
and overall setting of such areas while facilitating
regeneration, cultural uses and encouraging appropriate
residential development (such as well-designed mews) in
the Georgian areas of the city. Insensitive or inappropriate
backland development in Z8 areas will be strongly
discouraged

Z9 — Amenity / Open Space Lands /
Green Network

To preserve, provide and improve
recreational amenity, open space
and ecosystem services.

Generally, the only new development allowed in these
areas, other than the amenity/recreational uses, are those
associated with the open space use. In certain specific
and exceptional circumstances, where it has been
demonstrated to the satisfaction of the planning authority,
some limited degree of residential or commercial
development may be permitted on Z9 land subject to the
primary use of the site being retained for sporting or
amenity uses.

Z10 - Inner Suburban and Inner City
Sustainable Mixed Uses

To consolidate and facilitate the
development of inner city and inner
suburban sites for mixed uses.’

The primary uses in this zone are residential, office and
retail. An appropriate mix of uses for any given site will be
influenced by site location and other planning policies
applicable to the associated area. A range of smaller uses
will also be facilitated. The concept of mixed-use is central
to the development or re-development of these sites and
mono uses, either all residential or all employment/office
use shall not generally be permitted.

Z11 — Waterways protection

To protect and improve canal,
coastal and river amenities

These areas generally include all the waterways and
waterbodies in the Dublin City Council area. The purpose
of the zoning is to protect the amenity and integrity of
these areas including views and prospects into/out of the
areas. The coast, canals, and rivers have a role in
contributing to the development of a strategic green and
blue network and also provide for critical flood
management and climate adaption infrastructure. The
chapters detailing the policies and objectives for
landscape, biodiversity, open space/recreation and
standards respectively, should be consulted to inform any
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proposed development. Permissible uses and open for
consideration uses will be considered on the basis that
they would not be detrimental to the Z11 zoned lands.

Z14 — Strategic Development and
Regenerations Areas

To seek the social, economic and
physical development and / or
rejuvenation of an area with mixed
use, of which residential would be
predominant use.

Z14 areas are capable of accommodating significant
mixed-use development, of which residential would be the
predominant use; therefore, developments must include
proposals for additional physical and social
infrastructure/facilities to support same.

Z15 — Community and Social
Infrastructure

To protect and provide for
community uses and social
infrastructure

Z15 lands typically comprise large sites, often consisting
of long-established complexes of institutional/community
buildings and associated open grounds, but also comprise
smaller sites usually in more central areas. The existing
uses on these lands generally include community related
development such as schools, colleges, sports grounds,
residential institutions and healthcare institutions, such as
hospitals. It is the policy of the council to promote the
retention, protection and enhancement of the city’s Z15
lands as they contribute the creation of vibrant
neighbourhoods and a sustainable well-connected city.
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
